As I write this, yet another attack has taken place on a Jewish synagogue, this time in Germany on 
Yom Kippur. Fortunately, a locked door proved impenetrable and no worshipers were injured, alt-
hough 2 innocent bystanders were murdered by one manôs hatred for Jews. The gunman could not 
decide whether to attack a mosque or a synagogue, but chose a synagogue since ñJews posed the 
greater threatò.  He comforted himself with the fact that if he failed and was killed, but killed ña single 
Jew, it would be worth it.  After all, if every White Man kills just one, we winò, he wrote.  
Not only did this horrific event sadden me, it reinforced my belief that we need to upgrade our secu-
rity now more than ever.  State officials reasoned since that town in Germany had not had any 
threats to the synagogue in the past 5 years, it would suffice to have officers ñpass by on occasionò.   
The miracle was that the locked door held and kept the attacker out. Although none of us like arriv-
ing at services or events to a locked door, it is the first line in thwarting an attack. Please 
acknowledge our need for security by keeping all doors closed and locked, by staying alert to any-
thing unusual, and by supporting our security efforts to upgrade and stay safe.  
 
More importantly, this event once again brought to the forefront the hate that exists in this world, 
and the silent approval that allows it to be freely expressed. Be it anti- Semitism, hatred for Arabs, 
African Americans, Mexicans, gays, transgender, or anyone that might be different from oneself, 
this hatred must be stopped.  
 
On November 16, CBENT will hold a special Shabbat service to show that we are ñStronger Than 
Hateò. We hope to empower our congregation and community to stand up to bullies, to racism, sex-
ism, and all forms of hate. All changes start small, but if we gather together, share and learn, we 
can and will have the power to spread the word that there is ñno place for hateò in our world. Please 
join us at 9:30 a.m. on November 16, and stay for the luncheon sponsored by Sisterhood. Bring 
family, friends, Jews and non-Jews alike as we stand together against the growing tide of hate. 
Please donôt forget to RSVP, as your security is a priority to us.
